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Recycling & the Environment 

So the Question Isn’t . . .

“Why would you want to work at NewAge Industries?” 

It’s “Why wouldn’t you?”
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“We work together to get things done.”

“If you need help, everyone is willing.”

In addition to concern for team members,

NewAge demonstrates its concern for the

environment. Trash is separated into 

recyclable and non-recyclable bins, and

team members are encouraged to bring in

recyclable items from home. Non-

recyclable waste is taken to an EfW

(Energy-from-Waste) facility and converted

into electricity. Energy-efficient lighting is

used, and the printing of full-line catalogs

was eliminated to help reduce paper 

consumption. Dock doors have screens 

to allow ventilation while keeping debris

out. Warehouse floors are sealed to reduce

dust, making for cleaner products and

packaging, as well as healthier 

breathing for team members.

In 2011, NewAge

Industries went solar.

Over 4,000 solar panels

were installed on the

building’s roof, provid-

ing the capacity to pro-

duce up to one

megawatt of power continuously 

and supplying a good portion of the

company’s electricity needs.
